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Hong Kong Maritime Museum is holding its first international symposium of
the latest research into the Chinese maritime history of Ming Dynasty on 7 and
8 June, 2014, in conjunction with the current, temporary exhibition entitled
“Mapping Ming China’s Maritime World — The Selden Map and other
Treasures from the University of Oxford” co-presented by the Hong Kong
Maritime Museum and the Bodleian Libraries of the University of Oxford.

This special exhibition tells the story of the maritime world of the late Ming-era
China (mid-17th century). Its highlight lies on the Selden Map of China and
other related treasures from the University of Oxford’s Bodleian Libraries and
the University’s Ashmolean Museum. Collections from the Hong Kong
Maritime Museum, as well as items from local renowned collector Mr. K.L.
Tam are also featured.

Twenty local and overseas scholars will gather to discuss topics relating to the
Selden Map of China, underwater archaeological findings in China and the
seafaring of the Ming Dynasty. This symposium is open to the public, a rare
opportunity for interacting with prominent scholars who will present their
cutting-edge research for the first time in Hong Kong.
